	 Dr. Thelen earned his B. A. at Antioch College; M.A. and 

Ph. D. at the University of  Wisconsin. He learned about 
teaching, history, and activism--and how to explore mak-
ing them intersect--as a history professor at the University of  
Missouri-Columbia from 1966 to 1985.  From  Columbia, he 
carried questions and hunches learned in Columbia’s and MU’s 
remarkable civic culture to his new position at Indiana Univer-
sity and as editor of  the Journal of  American History (where 
those lessons continued to inform his scholarship and teaching.  
He retired from IU as Distinguished Professor Emeritus of  
History in 2006).  He is now working on a project tentatively 
called “Engaging Experience, Imagining History.”

	 Dr. Worster is Hall Distinguished Professor of  American His-
tory at the University of  Kansas.  He has published eight books 
on environmental history, the history of  ecology, and the history 
of  the American West, including A River Running West: 
The Life of  John Wesley Powell (Oxford University Press, 
2001).  His book on the Dust Bowl of  the 1930s (Oxford 
University Press, 1979) won the Bancroft Prize in American 
history, and he has held fellowships from the Guggenheim 
Foundation, the American Council of  Learned Societies, and 
the National Endowment for the Humanities.  He was formerly 
president of  the American Society for Environmental History 
and advisory editor for the Cambridge University Press book 
series, Studies in Environment and History.
